* the qualifications of the specific scholarship for which they are applying

Candidates will be reviewed and evaluated by the scholarship selection committee based on both their merit scholarship
application, and either the information included in their completed application for admission (prospective students),
or on their current and past academic and co-curricular contributions at St. David’s (current students).
